・Based on the Disaster Relief Act, the prefecture secures dwellings for disaster-stricken households that do not have residential housing as a result of having lost their 
homes in the Great East Japan Earthquake.  
 
・Under the Disaster Relief Act, we have constructed and provided temporary (container-type) housing, but because the damage caused by the Great East Japan Earth-
quake was extensive, and many people lost their residences in disaster-affected municipalities, we have also provided apartment-type housing through the prefecture as 
an alternative option. Existing housing resources such as disaster public housing are also handled in the same way to maximize their effective use.

Term Explanation 

ＡＵＤＩＴ 
The AUDIT is a screening tool developed by the World Health Organization to detect harmful 
levels of alcohol consumption for early intervention. 

 
ＤＰＡＴ 

In the event of a natural disaster or accident, a DPAT provides highly specialized psychiatric 
care and mental health support.  

 
ＤＭＨＩＳＳ 

The DMHISS is an information-sharing tool that uses the internet to efficiently execute activities 
in the event of a disaster. It is a system that handles dispatch requests, dispatch assignments, 
activity records, and aggregation. In the event of a disaster, DMHISS reports on dispatch adjust-
ments, and DPAT activities are carried out.  

 
K6 

The K6 scale was developed by Kessler in the United States for screening for states of psycho-
logical distress such as depression and anxiety. The survey is widely used as an index measuring 
the degree of psychological stress in the general population.  

 
ＬＳＡ 

LSA provides support services for elderly people living in disaster public housing, such as “silver 
housing” (housing providing care for the elderly); including monitoring services (safety checks); 
daily-life guidance and consultation; emergency response; contact with relevant organizations; 
support for community building; and other services.  

 
ＰＦＡ 

PFA is a psychosocial method meant to be used in the event of an emergency such as a natural 
disaster or terrorist attack. It connects to victims’ needs to help prevent their mental distress 
from worsening. Child PFA is a psychosocial method that is tailored to the developmental stage, 
characteristics, and age of the child. 

 
icebreaker 

A method used to break the tension when people meet for the first time. Helps relax the individ-
uals who are gathered, create an easy-to-converse atmosphere, and refers to the technique used 
to proactively involve people in the meeting itself. Icebreaker activities include self-introductions 
and simple games, and at times the term can refer to a series of work and play activities.  

 
outreach 

A support visit activity that involves professionals going into communities to provide services 
to those in need of them. It includes individual visits as well as visits to popular hangouts to 
discover potential needs. 

 
addiction 

Addiction refers to being absorbed or caught up in a certain habit to an unhealthy degree, re-
sulting in actions that are difficult to control on one’s own. These excessive actions may cause 
various health and social problems. 

 
empowerment 

The original meaning refers to “giving energy and strength to the individuals of a society or 
organization so they are not overwhelmed,” but in health and welfare contexts, it refers to drawing 
out the wonderful capabilities that each of us is born with.  

care management Refers to connecting services such as welfare and medical treatment with the individuals that 
require them.  

 
consultation 

Consultation is based on an egalitarian relationship between different professions; one seeks ad-
vice from those with other areas of expertise to provide social welfare services to one’s target 
audience.  

 
disaster-vulnerable 

persons 

This refers to people who, in the event of a disaster, require more assistance during evacuation 
than the average person, or cannot evacuate on their own. Specific examples include elderly peo-
ple; the ill; weak or mentally disabled elderly persons; pregnant mothers, infants and children; 
foreigners, and tourists.  

self-efficacy An individual’s belief in their innate ability to overcome problems when they confront them.

suicide  

The act of killing oneself. 

supervision Supervision refers to experienced specialists providing expert advice and guidance on cases, to 
help less experienced professionals achieve best practices from an objective perspective.  

 
stigma 

The negative opinions and thoughts that others and society at large express towards a specific 
person or act. Negatively labeling persons with specific characteristics. Individuals bearing 
stigma suffer from a variety of social disadvantages that amount to discrimination.  

 
strength model 

A new practice model in case management was developed by the University of Kansas professor 
Charles Rapp. It is based on the empowerment model, and to achieve recovery, it focuses on a 
person’s aspirations and makes use of the individual’s and the community’s strengths (including 
past, present, and future experiences) to achieve a new plan for one’s life and a means of achiev-
ing it.  

 
social support 

The tangible and intangible support you receive from persons with whom you are in a positive 
relationship. When unpleasant things happen, humans because stressed, but social support can 
indirectly reduce the stress response.  

 
Danshukai 

These are self-help groups that seek to aid in the recovery of people suffering from the effects 
of alcohol consumption, and their families. The Miyagi Prefecture Danshukai has 19 locations 
in the prefecture, mainly in Sendai City, and is also engaged in social welfare activities that 
focus on consultation and promotion of awareness of the harmful effects of alcohol.  

trauma-informed care When providing mental health support, an approach that involves: understanding what sort of 
trauma a person has experienced; what traumatic symptoms it has led to; and how it affects a 
person’s existence and using that information to provide care.  

bias ① Bias that occurs in a survey or research  
② A bias in ideas or opinions  

 
scissor disparity 

As time goes by, victims are increasingly differentiated into two categories. Hisao Nakai ex-
pressed this phenomenon as a “scissor-like disparity,” separating those who are left out of the 
restoration process from those who adapt.  

 
hub 

The original meaning refers to the center of a wheel, such as on a bicycle. It is also used to refer 
to a person or place where many paths or arms of a network meet. In this bulletin, we use this 
term to refer to central entities that work to connect affiliated organizations and persons.  

 
postvention 

Suicide countermeasures can be categorized into three types: prevention, intervention, and post-
vention. Postvention refers to measures designed to minimize, to whatever extent possible, the 
psychological effects of a suicide on the victim’s bereaved.  

 
population approach 

The population approach refers to a tactic in which an entire population or group that is not yet 
at high risk of a particular disorder or health issue is targeted, and efforts are made to reduce 
their collective risk and prevent illnesses at a widespread level. It is the opposite of the high-
risk approach, where individuals at high risk of health disorders are preferentially targeted by 
preventive measures.  

 
 

Working Memory  
Index  

Working memory (WM) refers to the ability to temporarily keep information necessary for a 
task or action in one’s memory and processing apparatus. Conversations, reading and writing, 
math, and a variety of other mental functions and processes are known to involve working 
memory. Simply put, the task of working memory is to mentally “jot down” incoming infor-
mation, determine which information requires a response, and delete unnecessary information. 
If this faculty becomes weak, people become forgetful (poor memory), have a difficult time 
organizing incoming information (become confused easily), and have trouble switching tasks 
or continuing a conversation (poor ability to delete information). 
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
